WHAT IS CODEPINK?

CODEPINK is a women-initiated grassroots peace and social justice movement working to end the wars in Iraq and Afghanistan, stop new wars, and redirect our resources into healthcare, education, green jobs and other life-affirming activities.  CODEPINK rejects foreign policies based on domination and aggression, and instead calls for policies based on diplomacy, compassion and a commitment to international law. With an emphasis on joy and humor, CODEPINK women and men seek to activate, amplify and inspire a community of peacemakers through creative campaigns and a commitment to non-violence.

CODEPINK is a network of around 100 local groups all over the United States and in 13 countries abroad, and a national team of paid and volunteer organizers that are based in San Francisco, Los Angeles, New York City, Toronto, and Washington, DC. The CODEPINK House in DC is now a famous center for organizing and activism on Capitol Hill. Our newest local group is in Australia!  

WHAT IS CODEPINK’S CURRENT NATIONAL FOCUS? 

CODEPINK is continuing our work opposing war, militarism, torture and the waste of our tax dollars, and standing in solidarity with people in Iraq, Afghanistan, Pakistan, Israel, Palestine – and here at home! We model what a more peaceful and green world can look like. Our current work includes the following:

National Media Week, Sept 14-18 

Almost 8 years ago, Congresswoman Barbara Lee bravely spoke out as the sole Congressperson to vote against a resolution giving Bush the green light to bomb Afghanistan. To honor her courage and get out the message of “troops out of Afghanistan; aid not war” CODEPINK national and local groups around the country are going to be targeting the media with a week of interviews, press conferences, letters to the editors, a special youtube and more. 

Ground the Drones 

Unmanned planes and surveillance devices have become the signature weapon of Obama’s air wars on Afghanistan and Pakistan, killing hundreds of civilians, wounding thousands, and displacing millions. CODEPINKERs from the Bay Area, to Nevada, to Portland, OR, to Portland, ME have taken action, calling for Obama to “ground the drones” and start negotiations. In July 09, CODEPINKERs in coalition with Nevada Desert Experience did a series of actions and public education on drones at Creech Air Force Base and Las Vegas. Another trip is planned for late September.

Iraq
Torture and Accountability

Holding high-ranking officials accountable by creating citizens’ arrest actions for those responsible for the torture, policies which have broken US and international law; deprived Afghans, Iraqis and others of their liberty without due process; and shattered the reputation of the United States, is key to preserving democracy. We are gratified that Attorney General Eric Holder has appointed a Special Prosecutor. We need to keep the pressure on to make sure the investigation goes to the highest level, up to Bush and Cheney.
Counter-recruitment

Our work includes advocacy in school districts to get opt-out forms distributed, tabling with alternatives to military enlistment, getting JROTC programs out of high schools, exposing the realities of enlistment, supporting women speaking out about military sexual assault and the work of Service Women’s Action Network (SWAN), networking with others in National Network Opposing Militarization of Youth (NNOMY), and more. 
War Funding

Connecting the Dots! We highlight the local cost of war with our Healthcare not Warfare presence at town halls, supporting single-payer healthcare and redirecting our resources away from endless war.     
Supporting Iraqi Refugees 
Less than $600 million (less than the $720m the U.S. spends each day to wage the war) has been slated for emergency relief, basic health services and education for the millions of Iraqis who have been forced from their homes. We work with refugee assistance groups in Syria and Jordan as well as connecting with Iraqis relocated in the US.
